Pan-Islamism ideology is calling for sociopolitical solidarity among all Muslims. It has
existed as a religious concept since the early days of Islam. It emerged as a modern political
ideology in the 1860s and 1870s at the height of European colonialism, when Turkish
intellectuals began discussing and writing about it as a way to save the Ottoman Empire from
fragmentation. It became the favored state policy during the reign of Sultan Abdulhamid II (r.
