In the mid-1960s, social pressure built up over the civil rights issue, and the concern of much of
the educational research community again shifted towards issues related to equality of opportunity.
The work of Jean Piaget provided the intellectual basis for curriculum researchers in Britain and the
US who argued-for relaxing the structure of the curriculum by allowing more room for the
individual expression of interests. Some opposed these moves because they were too permissive,
but the intention was to create a fruitful interaction between the developmental patterns found
among children and the structure and pacing of curriculum knowledge. However, the apparently
reduced emphasis on a hierarchy of knowledge (with science, maths and other college preparatory
subjects at the top and vocational subjects at the bottom), and the renewed recognition of the
importance of the interest of the individual child as a major factor in the learning process, appeared
to be consistent with the wider concern for equality of opportunity.

Equality has continued to be a major issue in educational research and debate in a number of
different areas. For example, James Coleman's (1968) analysis of data from thousands of American
schools explored the extent to which different variables affect school achievement across racial
lines. His finding that the class and racial charactenstics of the student body had an important
influence on individual achievement was rapidly used as intellectual support for the busing of
children across racially distinct neighbourhoods in an effort to achieve greater racial balance. At the
same time other studies explored the effectiveness of pre-school programmes in raising the
achievement levels of Blacks and other children from lower socio-economic classes.

Educational psychology covers two related, but distinguishable, fields. One is a branch of
academic psychology that seeks to understand the processes of teaching and learning. The other is a
profession - specifically that which is concemned to diagnose and to treat those handicaps and lacks
that impede or impair a person's ability to leamn. To aid this distinction the academics tend to refer
to themselves as 'psychologists of education' while the professionals are more generally known as
'educational psychologists'.

In practice both the descriptions given above are too general. Academic educational psychology
has focused almost exclusively on specific contexts of teaching and learning, and specific types of
knowledge that are acquired. The contexts are formal institutions of education — schools, colleges
and universities. The types of knowledge are predominantly conceptual, symbolic, verbal and
rational. : _

These overemphases arise because psychologists have been as guilty as anyone of ::-:::rnfusm_g
'schooling' with 'education’, and thereby assuming that what is important in schnqi rf:ﬂe:_:ts whai: is
important psychologically. The best example of this is the fact that there is still no integrative
framework for viewing human learning. There are many cognitive theories (e.g. Smith, 1975)but
they neither contain, nor are readily coupled to, ways of construing feeling, need, intuition, physical
skill, social demeanour or personality. Yet, while intellect forms the de jure matter of schools, these
other domains are central parts of its de facto curriculum, at least for the young people.
