Maternal viremia associated with rubella infection during pregnancy may result in infection of the
placenta and fetus. only a limited number of fetal cells become infected.

A living system must have control over it is action as well as the capacity to act . Biological systems gain
this control through such diverse agents as enzymes, antibodies, receptors, and reressors. Despite the
variations in the regulatory process, however, the basic cytoplasmic elements in all cases in the protein
molecules, provide on and off signals in living systems, for example the mechanism by which enzymes
catalyze chemical reaction begins with the binding of the substrate to the surface of the enzyme.
