School social work has an extensive history, dating to 1906-07, when it was
established in New York, Boston, Chicage and New Haven, CT. At its inception,
school social workers were known, among other things, as advocates for equity and
fairmess as well as home visitors. The expansion of school social work services was
encouraged by a number of factors. By 1900 over two-thirds of the states had
compulsory attendance laws and by 1918, each state had passed compulsory
attendance laws, making school attendance obligatory, and not simply a privilege.

(NASW) published a newsletter to bring attention to the issue and get responses from
practitioners. Through this, NASW conducted research and replicated findings of
others studies on the roles of school social workers, and models of prammﬂ, school
social work continued to expand. In the 1980s, this led to NASW giving more
attention to the profession and more service to meet the needs of this social work
group. NASW participation in the profession eventually lead to a school social worker
credential in 1992—the first time the School Social Work Credential Exam was given.
